
                      AUDITION GUIDELINES   

1. Soloists must provide their own accompanists. No taped 

accompaniments are permitted. 

2. Entrants will receive a letter stating the time of audition.  

Time requests are not guaranteed; no changes will be 

made after the schedule is set. 

3. Entrants must sign in at least 20 min before assigned 

audition time. 

4. Entrants must provide one original score of music with 

the measures numbered for judges.  No audition without 

original music is permitted. 

5. Judges decisions are final.  No winner or alternate may 

be declared if performance standards are unsatisfactory.  

Alternates may be elected for any category. 

6. All entrants will be mailed the Judges’ written 

comments. 

7. First place winners may only win once in any given 

category. 

8. Winner/ alternates may be invited to perform at various 

Atlanta Music Club events. 

9. All award money will be sent directly to the camp or 

school for tuition payments only. 

10. Only Georgia residents or those attending   Georgia 

schools are eligible. 

             REPERTOIRE REQUIREMENT 

                                12 minute limit 

Piano: Two memorized standard works of contrasting style 

periods. 

Instrumental: Either two standard works of contrasting 

style periods OR a concerto movement containing both 

lyrical and technical passages. 

Vocal:  One early English or Italian classic song, two other 

contrasting songs from standard art song repertoire and 

one operatic or oratorio aria. Selections should include 

songs of contrasting style and at least two languages for 

high school category, three languages for undergraduate 

and graduate.  Songs must be memorized and in original 

languages.
